- portion of her usuel dinner right here to
our affice and (hen we haok her up with
etactrodes and the  shocking
mechanism,” he said. “One af us may
=it opposile hor and eat ourselves. I the
palient picks up the fork loo soon, she
will get a shock.™

Stokols sald the psyclolopist sets a
timed wailing interval for Lhe patient
after analyzing her eating behavior.

The patient soon beging o “chain
together'’ non-cating behavier ta teke up
fime at the table instead of simply
eating.

V'8he may take a sip of water, dab her
mouth with a napkin, speak Lo us, in-
stead of wolfing down the food,"” he ex-
plained.

*'Most patients al first say they're bad
al guessing tme intervals, bul withis o
few trials (hey're approximating the
TIength of lime we set for them. " he said,
adding that if seme palients try to *'wait

us oul '’ they'il get a shock that way too.

*“The shock is painful but never in-
jurious,” he said.

"We're not shoeking the caling itself—
just rapid cating. And often we shock
only when the patient eats the ‘wrang'
thing—mayhe cake, ice cream and so
forth,” he sald.

NEW YQRK (AP} — Trlephone rales
are going up in mest of the country and
American Telephone & Telegraph Co.,
last year the world’s top money maker,
s secking another $1.2 billion in 18
separale cases.

Critics clalm  lhe communications
giant doesn't need ar deserve the
money, And depending on where they
live, they may also have a harsh word to
say ahbout service.

"The reason AT&T needs 50 much
money is  hecause  of  poor
management,” says Asher Ende, a
Fedteral Communications Commission
atterney appeinted to defend the public
interesl in are rate case. **If regulation
merely covers up thest mislakes, ef-
ficiency doesn't improve.''

Amerivan Telephone says telephone
charges have nol kepl pace with in-
creases in other eensumer prices, while
tnflation has bitlen deeply inlo earnings.
This reduces the atiracliveness of Bell
System stock and boads, the company
says, making it increasingly difficult to
rais¢ money lo meet service demands.

“The inCreases aIe Necessary so we
earn entugh money to pravide first class
servive,” says F. Mark Gariinghouse,
an ATET viee president.

Boston schools face decision
this week on racial imbalance

BOSTON {AP) -- Faced with the
possible crippling loss of nearly $70
millien in education funds, the Boston
city sehoels must take action this week
to fight the federal gavernmeni's firsl
major action against a nerthern city
school system,

The cily is charged on state and
federal levels with discriminating
against black and Spanish-speaking
children and with dismal failuve to
racially balanee all public schools.

Al issue here is how much school
buzing the city is willing to undertake
ard how long officiuls can do withoul
funds which either have been {frozen,
withheld ur ticeatened,

Semetime this week the schonl
commitiee, which once solved a racial
imbalance problems by declaring
ChincseAmericans to be white, must
respond W the federal charge of non-
iumpliance with (he 1984 Civil Rights

ct.

Seme officials, sueh as school com-
mitteeman Pawl Tierney, advocale the
immediate formulation of a plan to
racially balance public schools, an idea
which probably witl inean more husing,

Others, including scheal committes
chairman James . Hennigan, belieye
the problems may simply disappear if
the sclodl systern can fight holding
aclions in lhe courts.

‘The most immediate dileimma is the

“We'll gel the federal money even-
tually because they're goiny to see it’s a
stupid action,” llennigan says.
