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East, West Communists
meet, to repair split

VIENNA — East and Wes{ European Com-
faunist Parties are meeking in; ‘East Berlin loday
in a major effort to save théir projected inler-
nalional conference from virtual breakdown be-
fore il is ready tao start.

A deep split’ has occurred over the draft of
a main documents. It is-opposed by af least six
lineral parties, two' of which ave ruling parties
dnd one a member of the Soviet block., According
io a lop West Turopean communist source, the
six will withdraw from further preparatory wark
unless the draft is withdrawn, They would not

_then take part in the final conference.

The dissenting parties are the Yugoslav, Ro-
manian (the blac member), Ilalian, Spanish,
Swedish, and British, with the Belgium parly ap-
parently also expecied o fall in line with them.

The offending draft was produced during a
series of preparatory meetings since late last year
to thrash out the agreed terms of reference for
the final summit conference of paily ehicfs. 1t

was largely the work of the East German party, -

one of the ideologically most rigidly conformisl
membets of the bloe.

Open objection to it carme from the execuiive
secrefary of the independent, nonblock Yugoslav
party, Stane Dolane, who implied in an interview
two weeks ago that lhe draft was unacepetabtle
because it included a program for obligatory joint
ackions and tasks.

ANY ATTEMPIS {o coordinate Communist
Party activities, he said, was impossible under.
contemporary conditions because all parties are
operating under different national circumstances,

The Romanians and Italian parties also have
consistently objected to any conference resolu-
tion o other steps tending.to establish one party
—- i, the Soviet — as a leading center for the
movement as a whale.

Soviet desfroyers steam into Boston
in first visit to U.S. since World War H

BOSTON — Like explorers entering. un-

familiar regions, two Soviet guided missile des--

troyers steamed into Boston Harbor loday —
1ke first eniry inte a U.S. harbor by Soviet war-
ships sinee World War 1II. -

As the {wo ships sailed past Fort Indepen-
dence on Caslle Tsland, wheee Soviet and Ameri-
can flags few side by side, 2I gun salules with
Wo-milimeter howitzers were fired by National
Guardsimen,

Then, with an escor{ of fire boals_ and U.S.
Coast Guard Cutlers, the Boykiy, Flagship of
Rear Admiral A- M. Kalinin, and {he Zhguchiy
huaded toward Commonwealth Pier where Ana-
loly F. Dobrynin, Soviel Ambassador lo the
Uniled States and other dignitaries, including
Governor Michael Dikakis, greeted them as the
ships and their crews began a five day siay.

THE LAST TIME TWO Russian warshlps
entered the port of Boston was in 1934,

A team of United States Navy warships was
expected to visit Leningrad loday in an ex-
ehange commemorating 1he end of World War i1
In Europe.

The United Stafes Navy's hast for ihe occe-
%ion in Boston was Vice Admiral Slansfield Turn-

er, who fold reporters yesterday (hat the United -

States policy of delente with lhe Soviet Umon
played a major role in the exchange.

At a short press conference this morning,
Adm, Turner welcomed fhe Soviel ships and
expressed his views regarding the end of a
majot war in which the Uniled States and ihe
Soviet Union worked side by side.

Soviet sailors lined the decks of the guided
missile desiroyers and exchanged smiles, greel-
ings and an occasional pack of cigarefles with
American Seabees and visitors.

THE SOVIET SHEPS will he open fo the
public during cerlain pericds while they are:in
Boslon.

A Navy officer on hoard gne of fhe Soviet
vessels this morning. along wift a gathering of
VIPs and reporters, said thal it is expected that
Soviel citizens would be allowed fo board this
country’s ships Leahy and Taflnall in Leningrad.

During the visit to Boston, the more thzn
€0 men and officers from the Soviet ships plan
to go ashore and one of {heir ‘first stops this
morning at 1£:30 was lo visit the U.5.5. Consti-
tuiton, They are also expecied to lour various bi-
centennial exhibils, museums, universities and,
acenrding to an interpreter, “are looking forward
lo seeing A haseball game”

Vice Admiral Turner said Soviet and Amerf-

ezn sailors will exchange visits aboard one an-
athers' ships.

LOWELL - A Roxbury man has been
charged with first degree murder in conneckion
with the death of a 17-year-old Lowell girt during
an oulbreak of racial violence at lhe Julian
D. Sleele housing project, commonly known as
Shaughnessy Terrace, Saturday night,

Lovis Alicea, 27, of 927 Parker S1., Roxbury
Is charged with homicide and unlawful posses-
sion of a firearm in connection with the shooting
death of Sylvia Cormier of 78 Chippewa St.

Alicea was remanded fo the Billerica House

-af Corseetion 1his moreing following his ar-

raigmnent before Judge Eliot T. Cowdrey in
Lowell Distriel Court. Cowdrey ordered Alirea
held wilhout bail and eontinued the case to
May 2L

Palice nre alsa seel».mg another murder sus-
pect in connection with lhe stabhing death of
Richard Martin, 27, of 84 Bridge St., whose body
was found lving in a pool of blood in front of
the apariment building at 296 Liberiy St The
twe murders, palice say, are unrelaled.

Tha Cnrmler girl and Martin died early Sun-
day merning afler a night of violence that erupt-
ed in the city Saturday night.
