Police probe weekend murders

LOWELL — A Roxbury man has heen
charged with [irst degree murder in connection
wilh the death of a 17-year-old Lawell girl duting
an outbreak of racial violence at Epe Julian
D. Sleelg housing project, commoenly kaown as
Shaughnessy Terrace, Salurday nigit.

Louis Alieea, 27, of 927 Parker St., Roxbury
Is eharged with homicide and unlawfu! posses-
sion of a firearm in connection wilh the shooting
death of Syivia Cormier of 78 Chippewa Si.

Alicea was remanded {o the Bilferica House
of Cirrection this morping following his ar-
raignment before Judge Eliot T, Cowdrey in
Lowell District Court, Cowdrey ordered Alicea
held wilhoul bail and continved the case ta
May 21, !

Police are also secking another murder sus--

pect in conneclion with the stzbbing death of
Richard Marlin, 27, of 84 Bridge St., whose body
was found Tying In a pool of bleod in Front of
fhe apartment building at 206 Liberty St The
two murders, police say, are unrelated,

The Cormier girl and Markin died early Sun-
day motning after a night of violence that erup!-
ed in the cily Saturday night.

Supt. of Police Leonard. O, MacPhail and
eriminal bureau inspectors have twen warking
around e clock since violence brake out af the
Shanghnessy Terrace housing project belween
whiles and the Spanish-speaking population.

IN THE WAKE of the racial strife. Mac-

Phail has assigned twa police - afficers to work
21 hours a day al the project.

Alicea was initially arrested by Olficers
Dennis Sargentelli and Witliam Shea at 2 am.
Sunday and charged with unlawful possession of
2 .22 caliber revolver. Sorme 12 hours later, Supt.
MacPhail, Sgt. Robert E. Lislon jwad of the
criminal bureau and Tnsps, Peler Gickas and
Joim Sullivan todged the murder charges, against
Alicea.

The Cormier girl died in front of §8 Shaugh-
nessy Terrace after being shot in the head. She
was the mother of a one-year-old child.

According to Supl. MacPhail, the investiga-
fion led police ta a location off Meadoweroft
Streef on properly owned hy the Prince Macarani
Corp., where police found the gun they belizve
the Cormier girl was shot with buried near the
railroad tracks. The 22 caliber revolver with a
white pearl handle was buried in a bed of rocks.

Police said Alicea was apparently in Lowell
visiting friends and refatives.

According to Supt. MacPhail the tensian be-
tween the whites and Spanish-speaking res'dents
had apparently been brawing ail day. During ane
incident, adults began fighting after their chil-
dren got info 2 scufite aver a babl.

Arother feud oecured when a girl and hoy
walking along Shaughnossy Terrace, were alle-
gedly atiacked by three Spanish-speaking Amer-
ican, police said,

According lo Dfficer Shea, Clifton Ford of
67 Nelson Ave., and Sherry Archer of Kesne

Street, were assaulted by fhree men armed
with a beard. Palice said fhal several other
area youths came lo {Reir rescue and chased
ofl the assailants.

In the eatly part of Saturday night police
were summoned to the housing project follow-
ing reporis of shooting. Police said that blank
bullets fired from & rifle and sholgun had been
fired inlo a crowd. . -

THE NEXT QUTBREAK of troulile came at
1l p.m. when men in a car sped by shealing real
ballets in the area fram 88 to 94 Shaughnessy
Terrace.

It was during the last Incident, some Lwo
hours later, that the Cormier girl died, Acenrd-
ing to police eight shols were fired from
a passing car, one of the ‘utlels hit the

_girl, while anolher hil Brian Murphy, 17, of

167 Shaughnessy Terrace in the leg, He was
treated at St. .John’s Hospilal.

.Troubles between the Spanish-speaking resi-
dents and whiles have besn going on over lhe
last few weeks, according fo area residents.
MacPhail, who hopes this will not be lhe e
ginning of a lang hel summer filled with vio-
lence, contends {hal an inlensive walch of the
area has started. "In addition to w9 policemen
al all fimes, 1 have Instructed cruisers and
sergeanls to make frequent checks of the area.
I have been up there a number of times myself
over the weekend,” he safd.

Damiel Grimes Jr., 17,
of 20 Ecklund Terrace, will be arraigned on
charges of disorderly conduct. Both were
arrested shortly before midnight af Shaughnessy
Terrace by Officers Edward Lyman; Dennis
Janowiez, William Ryrd, and Wilired Dow.
