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Science Equipment Vaporizes-
Is There A Solution?

Campus crime has fast become

an issue of deep concern in
recent weeks. The thief is
among us once again, stealing
personal items that have been
placed for his/her taking. Over
sno.OOO worth of items and
equipment have been stolen
from many departments on
campus.

Of the departments hit by
crime. Chemistry has suffered
the most.Since the summer: 7
calculators, valued at $800-
*24()() each; 4 balances ($2000
each); and :$ electric typewriters
($500 plus) have been stolen.
Among various causes of

theft, the locking system at
UMass is controversially
inadequate. In the locks of
many doors on campus, con-
struction cores are still being
used. These cores are red and
enable the construction workers
to come and go with a single key
that fits every door.

In un interview with Leverett
Zompa, Chairman of the
Chemistry Department, he
states, "Many locks in the
Science Center still have red
cores. This means there are any
number of master keys. These
keys could bo in the hands of
anyone."
The administration has taken

stops to replace11 hcse cores with
a new, more secure series. In
Colleges I and 11 Uios« changes
have been made The ad-
ministration will also replace
the stolen equipment, (hough it
will take time and taxpayers'
money

It was also surmised that pros
might have committed these
crimes. Since every i t em stolen
was fastened f l own by hal f - inch
bolts, and metal shavings were
found in some instances. Mr.
Xompa believes drills were
brought in. Amateurs would not
take the t i m e or those chances.
"The ca lcu la to r s were
presumabK sold to the Black
Market." A call from security
conf i rmed t h a t a I ' M a s s
calculator was found in Little
H o c k . A r k a n s a s . Mr . /ompa
went on, "What is needed here
is some sort of deterrent: such
as spot checks, increased
security, and the lock cores. We
have taken steps to deface
equipment. Kngravcd on each
item is the department's name
and number. This decreases sale

value on the market, thus
discouraging thieves. Action
must be taken to keep crime
under control.'"

University Chief of Police is
.John Carpenter. Me has just
graduated from courses at the
FBI Academy in Quantico,
Virginia . The Chief was
questioned about the recent
outbreaks, "By no means is
crime getting out of hand;
UMass Boston has the lowest
crime rate of any school in the
Boston area."
The UMB force (brown shirts)

is a 30 men and women unit,
which includes 12 new Boston
Police Academy graduates. The
Ogden Security Force (blue
shirts) has men on a 24-hour
rotational duty.

Chief Carpenter confirmed the
half-dozen theft reports received
from the departments hit. He
said some arrests and
prosecutions have been made.
He added that three
miscellaneous thefts occured in
the garage last week "Some
cars were broken into with coat

hangers,, and books and other
items were taken." Carpenter
agreed with Zompa that
deterrent measures should be
taken. "We have increased our
visibility with more patrols, and
two on-duty plainclothesmen."
The Chief went on to say, "One
of our main concerns is to get
people to be more security
conscious. We have a booklet
that deals with this." Among
the suggestions the booklet
offers is never to leave wallets
and handbags unattended.
Desks should be cleared of all
valuables, and the door should
be locked when leaving. The
Chief said that little things like
these inhibit thieves from
taking something from you.
Vice-Chancellor Hamilton is in

charge of security on campus.
He, in effect, reiterated what
Chief Carpener said, but added,
"The campus police are people
who are specially trained,
screened, and tested in a variety
of ways for these jobs. I'm quite
proud of them."
