For several years now, a consistent theme of
Semtinel-Enterprise  editarisls has been ol
wching to the encroachment of federal and state
‘govertiments on cities and towns.

The federal government especially has ihrown
its elosk of authority aver local municipalities,
glving on ore hand and teking away with the
other Bost govermunent assistance comes with
strings atlached — and lhose stringe furn
runicipalities into puppets, jumping and darnc-
ingto the rune the foderal bureaucrals play.
The state government alsa gets inla the aclquite
Ireguently.

Most of the actions boil down to financial aid.
But in providing that aid, the big governments
reserve the right to dictate local policles. And
that's where the danger lies.

For instance, the state provides money o help
build schonls. But then the state proceeds Lo tell
lowns and citics its regquirements foo school
construction and everyone learns that lhese
specifications often raise the coat of construction
so much that they virlually wipe away the
assistance.

Tre federal government alsa provides aid but
then diclales to the cilies, everything from
empleyment practices to safety standarts, And,
i course, bureaucracies leap into being tocarry
wat the federal edicts, Andup gothe budgets.

Federal revenue sharing s pretty clear of
strings — but even here ihe danger is that a

commumity  becomes aeceuslomed to  that
assistance and lives in fear it will he wirhdrawn,

thius making It yulnerable to ather government
assistance and Lives in fear it witl be withdrawm,

Which leads us to the ruling of Judge W..
Arthur Garrity, Jr. who placed racially-troubled
South Boston High School in receivership the
olher day. -

What has the Boston busing controversy w do
wilh goverrment encroachment on cities and
lowns?

Simply this: s federal jidge wasabletostripa
lecally-elected school committee of its power.
Al that same judge teok over cperation of o
local schoel and transferred its headmaster,

This has never becn done before in the hislory
of our nation.

This i5 the kind of precedent-setting action that
shoukd cause shivers ineveryone whobelievesin
theindividuality of towns and cities.

As far a5 the Boston busing situation is con-
cerned, we hesitate to comment because of the
agories Lhat beth black and white are enduring
there, Cutsiders. we feel; can't appreciate the
lerrible pressures being placed on pupils,
parerts, educators and administrators.

We leel, however, that Judge GarTity's action
will have far-reaching effectsoutside the realm
of racial controversy since it allows a federal
eourt, iR fact e man, to step in and take over
power from & body elected by the people. Thics,
Lha will of the peaple s clreumvented.

“security” touted in the ada.

Newspaper oiftcinls — par-
ticulatiy the leading papers in
our country — are on ihe con-
stant Yookout for business o
portunity ads which may result
in a ripeff of thelr readers.
There is no doubt that they try
to eliminate the gypsters from
their pages. But it 13 extremely
difficult to differentiate bel
