U-Mass student tests
gay immigration laws

TORONTO ((AP) — A 26
year-0ld American who was ot~
dered deporled from Canada
far lile last month because of
his homosexualily. said Satur-
day he had na.frouble re-en-
tering Canada at Toronlp In-
{ernational Airport earlier
this week.

Jatn Kyper, a law student
at lhe University of Massa-
chuselts and an advocate of
equal rights for homosexuals,
said he returned at the invita-

tion of the Taronto Gay Al

liance Toward Equalily.

He wag orderad deported
‘Aug. 2% when an immigration
oflficer found copies of a news-
paper for homosexuals in his
possession and asked him if
he was a homosexual.

When Kyper said yes, ihe

immigration autharities, cit-
‘ing a seclon of regulations
{hat ban homasexuals from
enlering Canada under ihe
classification of undesirable
persons, ordered him deport-
ed.
" Kyper said he planned to re-
turn 1o his Boslon home laler
this weekend and was not con-
cerned that he might be ar-
resied for illegal entry.
