President Nixon declared in a
stalement Aug. 3.

The President said he had in-
structed officials to hold busing
fo the minimum reguired by
law. This school year has seen
the higgest increase ever in
busing for desegregalion pur-
poses, said HEW officials, but
final statistics are not yel jn.
Last year 40 percent of lhe na-
tion's 43 million studenis were
bused to school for all redsons.”

simifar ruling against every
city in the North.” Black lead-
ers had long regarded Detroit
as one of the most interested of
