BOSTON (AP) — ' i t ' s like 

peeling out roots. I cried for 
clays," said Millie Fan-ell from 
h^r home in suburban Noi-wood. 

Millie and J a m e s P'arrell and 
their six children didn't want to 
move a w a y from Boston, but 
they w e r e afraid taxes would go 
up and their West Roxbury 
neighborhood was beginning to 
deteriorate. 

The final blow was a federal 
judge's rul ing that city schools 
were "unconstitutionally segre-
f^ted" and his order requiring 
the busing of thousands of pu­
pils to schools outside their own 
neighborhoods. 

"When the district lines came 
out, they went right acro.ss 
Franklin Pa rk to where my 
husband won't even have me 
drive in the daytime," Mrs. 
Farrell said in a telephone in­
terview. " I couldn't send my 
children t he r e . " 

So the Farre l i s and an unde­
termined number of other 
middle-class white families 
moved to the suburbs. 

Sociologists call it "white 
flight," and they argue over 

whether urban .soh(K)l di-seg-
regation is a factor. 

Alfred Mapalet ta , a builder 
and realtor in suburbfin Wcst-
wood, said he has sold homes to 
families who "don't he.sitate to 
tell you right out why they're 
leaving. They say, 'We don't 
want our kids to be bused.' " 

But another suburban realtor, 
Stephen Gerome of Dedham. 
.said he has not encountered the 
white flight phenomenom. 

"We really have not .sold to 
anyone who has rushed out of 
Boston because of problems 
there. We expected it, but we 
have not had that situation." he 
said. 

White flight Under the public 
school desegregation order in 
Boston may be taking another 
form.

Death Blamed 
On Pesticide 

FORT WALTON BEACH, 
Fla. (AP) — Doctors a re blam­
ing a pest icide called nemagon 
for the death of a woman who 
died two days after spraying 
hW lawn. 

Dr. E d m u n d Kielman, medi­
cal examine r for Okaloosa 
County, said Mrs. R.J. Clarko 
53, of Fo r t Walton Beach suf­
fered fromnemagon poisoning, 
which a t t acked her liver. 

"Her liver was devastated," 
Kielman said. "This woman 
was well before using this 
chemical for 31/2 hours, inhaling 
it as she used it in a spray form. 
' "The re is a warning on the 
can ," he said, "that warns buy­
ers that the chemical may be 
fatal if swallowed or inhaled. 
The manufacturers a re well 
aware of t h i s . " 

Kielman said Mrs. Clark's 
husband is hospitalized, appar­
ently suffering from the same 
type of poisoning. 

Dr. Joseph Garcia-Rios, the 
c o u n t y ' s d e p u t y m e d i c a l 
examiner who performed the 
autopsy of Mrs . Clark's Sept. 11 
death warned persons suffering 
from a n y liver ailment to avoid 
contact with the pesticide used 
to fight lawn worms.

Projected enrollment in the 
public school svstom this veai-
is 7 6 . 1 2 7 . 

Dui-infj the first week of 
.school, more than 24,0(X) ex­
pected pupils did not .show up 
for classes. 

Sotiie of the students counted 
in the projected enrollment 
may he dropouts or may have 
been counted twice due to .sta­
tistical e r ro r s — a po,ssibility 
that school Supt. Marion Fahey 
says "we ' re going to 1K> in-
ve.stigating." 

She said enrollment projec­
tions will be revised by the end 
of the month, and most officials 
agree that they will he lowei'od. 
Some sources predict the proj­
ected figuie may drop by as 
many as 1 0 . 0 0 0 students. 

School officials have ordered 
teachers to telephone the par­
ents of every student in theii-
classes who has not appeared, 
and letters a re l»ing sent to 
families who have given no rea­
sonable excuse for their chil­
dren's absence. 

If students contiiiuc to .slay 
home, ihey will he cla.s.sified as 
truants. 

Last year, white pjuentsboy­
cotted the schools in large num­
bers, and attendance levels 
I'ai ely reached more than .50 per 
cent. But although opixtsilion to 
busing remains high, there is no 
apparent at tempt this year to 
lepeat the boycott. 

The number of public school 
.students who may have tians-
fcred lo parochial sc(i(X)ls is not 
known. 

Humberto Cai'dinal 
Medeiros, Roman Catholic 
archbishop IUMC, has .said t h e 4 6 
elementary ;uid I S parochial 
high schools in Boston will not 
IK- available as "cscajx' routes" 
for parents trying to avoid bus­
ing. He issued a strict .set of 
guidelines to parochial schools 
for admitting new students. 

Complete enrollment figures 
a re not available, l)ut at 4,'l 
parochial schools in Boston, en-
r'ollment went up 2 5 6 students 
from last year ' s total of 18 .805 . 

In pr-evious years, the paro­
chial school system has lost 
students at a r-ate of about 7 per­
cent a year a s a numtjer' of 
schools were forced to close for 
lack of funds. But the decline 
last year was only half that, and 
if total enr-oUment in parxK 'hial 
.schools increa.sesorstaysalxiut 
the same this year it could be 
significant. 

"The vast majority of ne«' 
tr-ansfers into the (parochial) 
systerri a re from local parish-
ioner's," said Br'other Bartholo­
mew Varden, superintendent of 
the archdiocese schools. "Most 
parishes won't accept 
outsider's.

2 0 0 National Guardsmen on 
standby to assist in a peaceful 
school opening, no major in­
cidents were reported during 
the week. ' 

No classroom disruptions and 
no injuries to .school children 
marred opening week, in con­
trast to last year ' s violent dem­
onstrations in which .school 
bu.ses were stoned. 

A total of 1 1 2 ari-ests were 
made by police during the 
week, mostly connected with 
nighttime disturbances in the 
Charlestown and .South Boston 
areas of the city where l)andsof 
white youths skirmished with 
police for five con.secutive days.

Fronton 
Proposal 
Defeated 

BARTOW, Fla. (AP) - Polk 
County voters have soundly de­
feated a proposal to build a S3.5 
million jai alai fronton in this 
central Florida community. 

About 2 4 per cent of the coun­
ty's 1 1 2 , 0 0 0 voters turned out for 
the special referendum 
Tuesday and rejected a bid by 
World Jai Alai Inc. to build the 
pari-mutuel facility. The vote 
was 1 8 , 5 9 3 to 8 , 6 6 1 . "

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Homosexual Claims Service 
Violates His Privacy Rights 

HAMPTON. Va. ( A P ) - T h e 
attorney for T. Sgt. I ^ n a r d P. 
Matlovich, an admitted gay, 
told an Air Force discharge 
board here that the 
military's historic ban on 
homosexuals violates their con­
stitutional right toptivacy. 

The Air Force regulation call­
ing for automat ic discharge of 
gay servicemen is unlawful be­
cause it imposes "the morality 
of the majority on its employ­
es , " said at torney Susan Hew-
man. 

Ms. Hewman is one of two 
American Civil Liberties Union 
lawyers who a r e representing 
Matlovich, 3 2 , who has been 
decorated during his 12 years in 
the Air Force, in the hearing 
that began Tuesday. 

Matlovich hiins<?lf proinpted 
the hearing at Liingley Air 
Force Base, where he serves as 
an instructor in race relations, 
when he wrote the secretary of 
the Air Force in March to admit 
his homosexuality. 

His admission was designed 
to produce a test of the military 
regulations that prohibit the 

retention of homosexuals by the 
military once their .sex de­
viation is discovered. 

The government contends 
that the presence of homosex­
uals in mi l i ta ry ranks would 
hamper recruitment, destroy 
morale and offer foreign agents 
a chance for blackmail. 

Ms. Hewman asked the dis­
charge board of two majors, 
two lieutenant colonels and a 
colonel at the outset of the 
hearing Tuesday specifically to 
overtiirri the Air Force ban on 
homos;exuals. 

But her motion was quickly 
denied by the board's legal ad­
viser. Col. Robert E. Shank. 5 2 , 
who serves the board in the ca­
pacity of a civil court judge. 

Each of the five officers on 
the board was closely ques­
tioned as to whether he had 
formed prior opinions in the 
case. Each said he had not. 

Matlovich, son of an Air 
Force sergeant , showed little 
emotion as the hearing—which 
the Air Force said might last a 
week — often bogged down on 
technical issues in its opening 

hours. 
Now and then, the slender, 

dark-haired, defendant glanced 
around the room at the tiny 
crowd. At the lunch break he 
dashed quickly to his car, de- ' 
dining to answer most ques­
tions. 

Asked by one newsman 
whether he thought all homo­
sexuals in the military should 
make themselves known a s he 
did. he rep l ied : •: 

"That ' s an individual ques- ; 
fion they mus t answer them­
selves." 

Matlovich has said he isn't ' 
interested in becoming a sym- . 
bol of gay liberation. Most of 
all, he has said, he wants to be 
permitted to stay in the Air 
Force becau.se "my heart is 
with the mi l i t a ry . " 

He said last week he thinks 
the d ischarge board will rule 
against h im . but that if it does 
he will c a r r y his case to the 
federal cour t s . 

Matlovich served three tours 
in Vietnam and received the 
Purple Hea r t when he was 
wounded.
